I. Rationale for Application

Half of the students that attend NPTU are from neighboring counties of Pingtung;
their families are making a living by farming or manual labor. Their economic status
is barely self-sufficient and many students have to work to earn enough to cover their
living expenses. However, the capability for hiring students at NPTU is limited due to
lack of funding. In order to provide an opportunity for students to earn their living and
also to help improve English proficiency of the disadvantaged students in a
neighboring elementary school, NPTU is proposing the 2020-2021 Project for
Improving English Proficiency of Disadvantaged Students at Hai Fong Elementary
School. Since 2009, the Foundation has financially supported the Project, which has
been regarded as meaningful and successful. We look forward to your continued
support and your approval of this 2020-2021 Project.

Hai Fong Elementary School is located in a suburb of Pingtung city. Its
instructional resources are relatively scarce compared to urban elementary schools,
especially in the area of English learning resources. Worst of all, many of the students
are from economic-disadvantaged families and thus their families cannot support
them. Two periods of English class (each for 40 minutes) per week at school are not
enough to build a basic foundation for English learning, which makes it difficult for
these students to successfully complete their studies at junior high school. These
disadvantaged students are in need of your kind donation in order to improve their
English ability. We hope that with the help from this donation fund, the students will
be better equipped for their future development. Your kindness will be highly
appreciated and remembered.



I1. Achievements of the 2018-2019 Project (February 1, 2018 - January 31, 2019;
Second Semester, February 2018 and First Semester, September 2018)

1. Second Semester, February 2018
A total of 40 students participated in this project during this semester. To test
the effectiveness of this project, we designed three tests to understand the progress
made by participating students during the 15-week tutor program.

The three tests were administered before the beginning of the tutor program (as
a pretest), before the 2nd school exam, and before the 3rd school exam, respectively.
Each test contains four parts: (a) capital and lower-case alphabets, (b) vowel and
consonant phonetic symbols (c) vocabulary words, and (d) sentences. Part A (capital
and lower-case alphabets) and part B (vowel and consonant phonetic symbols)
remained the same for the three tests whereas part C (vocabulary words) and part D
(sentences) were changed based on the progress of the instructional materials.

Students’ scores on the three tests were analyzed using one-way repeated
measure ANOVA. The results on Table 1 showed that F(4=76.692, p<.001,
revealing that the average score for the three tests were significantly different. As
shown in Table 2, the Tukey post hoc analysis revealed that project participating
students scored 60.298 for the first test and 80.379 for the second, which was higher
than the first by 20.081, resulting in a significant progress (p<.001). A tremendous
progress was made for the third test with average score of 85.802, higher than the first
by 25.504, leading to a significant progress (p<.001). The third test score was higher
than the second by 5.423, also resulting in a significant progress (p<.001). Table 3
and Figure 1 detailed the differences in average score between classes. Thus, under
the support of this project, the English ability of participating students has been
significantly improved. In other words, this project is helpful for improving English
ability of disadvantaged students at Hai Fong Elementary School.

2. First Semester, September 2018
A total of 31 students participated in this project during this semester. To test
the effectiveness of this project, we designed three tests to understand the progress
made by participating students during the 15-week tutor program.

The three tests were administered before the beginning of the tutor program (as a
pretest), before the 2nd school exam, and before the 3rd school exam, respectively.
Each test contains four parts: (a) capital and lower-case alphabets, (b) vowel and
consonant phonetic symbols (c) vocabulary words, and (d) sentences. Part A (capital
and lower-case alphabets) and part B (vowel and consonant phonetic symbols)
remained the same for the three tests whereas part C (vocabulary words) and part D
(sentences) were changed based on the progress of the instructional materials.

Students’ scores on the three tests were analyzed using one-way repeated
measure ANOVA. The results on Table 4 showed that Fp 4= 270.309, p<.001,
revealing that the average score for the three tests were significantly different. As
shown in Table 5, the Tukey post hoc analysis revealed that project participating
students scored 46.687 for the first test and 74.296 for the second, which was higher
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than the first by 27.609, resulting in a significant progress (p<.001). A tremendous
progress was made for the third test with average score of 86.602, higher than the first
by 39.915, leading to a significant progress (p<.001). The third test score was higher
than the second by 12.306, also resulting in a significant progress (p<.001). Table 6
and Figure 2 detailed the differences in average score between classes. Thus, under
the support of this project, the English ability of participating students has been
significantly improved. In other words, this project is helpful for improving English
ability of disadvantaged students at Hai Fong Elementary School.

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I11. Introduction to National Pingtung University

The National Pingtung University (NPTU) was established as a comprehensive
university on August 1, 2014, when the National Pingtung University of Education
and National Pingtung Institute of Commerce (NPIC) merged. Located in Pingtung,
southern Taiwan, the university’s mission is to prepare high quality and competitive
specialists in business, commerce, and education for the country. There are about
9,000 undergraduate and graduate students in 30 departments under 5 colleges, and 27
graduate institutes.  According to NPTU statistics, there are about 1,500
disadvantaged students qualified to apply for financial aid from the government.
That is to say about one out of six students suffers from an economic disadvantage
and is in desperate need of your donation and support.

IV. Introduction to Hai Fong Elementary School

Located in an old suburb community in Pingtung, Hai Fong Elementary School
was built in 1925. Most of the school children’s parents are agricultural farmers or
short-term laborers and therefore they cannot afford to hire tutors or to send their
children to better schools. Hai Fong Elementary School accommodates 25 teachers
and staff and 207 students with 10 general classes and one special education class. It
is a small school lacking resources and in great need for your help and support.

V. Project Content

1. Purpose: This project is to help NPTU disadvantaged students earn minimal
wages to support their own living expenses and to reduce their family’s economic
pressure. It is also to equip Hai Fong Elementary School students with basic
English abilities for their future study and development.

2. Period of Time: February 1, 2020 to January 31, 2021. We believe positive
results can only ensue from long-term commitment so we hope the project will
continue for a long time.  We are ready to fully commit to this project.

3. Target Clientele: Disadvantaged students at NPTU and Hai Fong Elementary
School, such as students with low income, economic disadvantage, special
category family, handicap, etc.

4. Project Funding: NT$432,000, The detailed breakdown is as follows:

VI. Implementation:

1. Counselor Selection : The Applied English Department of NPTU will select eight
undergraduate students of low income status to be counselors. The selected
counselors will go to Hai Fong Elementary School to teach English and
accompany the students after class until their parents pick them up on Tuesdays
and Thursdays from 15:30 -17:30 for 15 weeks per semester.

2. Student Recruitment: Hai Fong Elementary School will recruit the 3rd, 4th, 5th
and 6th graders with disadvantaged status or in need of improvement for their
English ability, who are then assigned into classes according to their grade or
English ability. There will be eight classes, with a class size of three to eight
students.  Students’ English ability varies greatly. In order to improve teaching
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effectiveness, two or three advanced classes will be offered to those who have

better English proficiency.

3. Transportation: It will take about 50 minutes round trip for the counselors to go

from NPTU to Hai Fong Elementary School by motorcycle.
4. Curriculum Design: The Applied English Department of NPTU designed the
curriculum as follows:

The 3rd graders: The counselors will prepare games and songs to help
students memorize the 26 English alphabet letters. Students will learn about
100 words total based on the requirement of school curriculum. The goal is
to make students interested in learning English through simple dialogue.

The 4th graders: According to students’ English ability level and learning
style, appropriate learning materials will be incorporated into lessons. With
the advantage of small class size, students will get acquainted with vocabulary
and sentences by repeated practices. Counselors will use flash cards to
improve their learning efficiency.

(3) The 5th graders: The counselors will acquaint the students with vocabulary

and sentence structures in their textbook. Relevant vocabulary words, KK
phonetic symbols, and grammar rules will also be taught in class. With a
small class size, students get more chances to repeatedly practice English and
improve their English ability.

(4) The 6th graders: Homework, tests, and activities are provided to get students

acquainted with textbook materials. Students are expected to learn about 350
vocabulary words total and basic sentence structures and be able to speak in
simple English. With the knowledge of English spelling and sentence
structures, students will be able to continue successfully with their course
work in Jyh Jeng Junior High School.

(5) Advanced classes students: The goals of the curriculum design are: 1. Help

students to master the 1,000 vocabulary words mandated by the Ministry of
Education and to equip students with English ability to compete with urban
students at various English contests in Pingtung. 2. Help students to create
English dialogue for introducing local culture using textbooks and Internet
resources such as English for Children and to communicate in writing or
speaking with college student counselors or native English speaking students.
The curriculum design aims at upgrading disadvantaged students’ English
ability to a practical communication level. With better English ability, the
disadvantaged students will have broader vision of the world, set higher
expectations for them, and finally get away from the destiny of disadvantaged
family.
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5. Evaluation: NPTU will compile the instructional journals, teaching materials, and
students’ tests into a final report in compact disk format. Two copies of the disk
will be sent to Guang Yuan Charitable Foundation and another two copies to Hai
Fong Elementary School for record. The final report for the second semester,
February 2020 should be received by mid-September 2020 and that for the first
semester, September 2020 should be received by mid-March 2021
